Your 
spring lettuce, peas, radishes, 
spinach and cold crops will 
be fading with summer heat.   
Don’t despair you can still 
plant summer bulbs in June. 
“Many hot weather bedding   
plants may be set out. Make 
sure they are protected from 
sun a few days and carefully 
watered until they are estab-
lished.”…  
     “Tomatoes are difficult to 
grow in hot climates, but 
fruit set on before the warm 
days will ripen. Usually fruit 
will not set on tomato vines 
when daytime temperatures 
are over 85°. Corn, squash, 
melons, okra, eggplant, and 
peppers can still be planted 
this month.”… 
     “Don’t let plants wilt. If       
you notice the lawn or flow-
ers turning a smoky bluish 
hue instead of rich green, 
they are nearing the wilting 
point and must be watered at 
once. Fill basins around trees 
and shrubs to the drip line. In 
our alkaline soils, excess 
buildup of harmful salts can 
be leached away with a 
through soaking at intervals 
of six weeks or so.” �
